Applicant Requirements 
• You should be dedicated, hard-working and love working with children 
• At least 18 years of age 
• You should be able to speak and understand English sufficiently to get around 
• It would be beneficial if volunteers have a background in primary education, however, those with 

instructional skills (e.g. music, art) or leadership experience also make for attractive 
candidates. These volunteers will work alongside the permanent teaching staff, infusing the 
classroom with creative energy to encourage the development of the children.
